The IHE DRPT profile provides a methodology to create, finalize, archive, read, revise and distribute cardiology clinical reports from the department to the enterprise. With tighter integration to third-party hemodynamic systems, syngo Dynamics v7 users will not have to enter blood circulation data manually in the patient report. The patient‘s complete hemodynamic profile will be available to physicians as part of the report and this coupling could lead to improved decision making especially in the treatment of congestive heart failure (CHF), since cardiovascular physiology, such as blood flow, is an important component in the diagnosis of CHF. The diagnosis is further supplemented by a physical exam, echocardiography, electrophysiology, angiography and/or chest X-rays. As a multi-modality image management system, syngo Dynamics allows physicians to manage the studies of patients who may have CHF. According to recent reports, people older than 40 have a one-in-five chance of developing CHF. About 5 million people in the United States already have CHF and about 550,000 people develop CHF each year.

With automatically populated hemodynamic data on the syngo Dynamics workstation, cardiologists can review images and generate a report with the system’s evidence-based Digital Structured Reporting module. Additional patient data is also available on the syngo Dynamics workstation through the Cardiovascular EMR component of the Soarian® Cardiology cardiovascular information system (CVIS), providing a complete continuum of care view of the patient.
