Siemens Medical Solutions, with headquarters in Malvern, Pa., and Erlangen, Germany, is a healthcare technology innovation leader. Bringing together a unique set of innovative medical imaging, clinical diagnostics, healthcare information technology, management consulting, and related services, Siemens helps healthcare providers achieve improved clinical workflow, gains in productivity and efficiency, and higher levels of quality, accuracy and safety.
Siemens has strengthened its position as a complete healthcare solutions provider by investing in or acquiring businesses that support its solutions strategy, including the acquisitions of ACUSON Corporation and Shared Medical Systems, Inc. in 2000, and CTI Molecular Imaging, Inc. in 2005. 

In 2006, Siemens acquired Diagnostic Products Corporation (DPC), and announced its intent to acquire Bayer Healthcare’s Diagnostics Division, marking Siemens’ entrance into the world of in-vitro diagnostics (IVD). Upon completion of the Bayer Diagnostics acquisition (expected in early 2007), Bayer and DPC will merge and become Siemens Medical Solutions Diagnostics. As the world’s first full-service diagnostics company, Siemens is committed to addressing the complex challenges facing the healthcare industry, today and tomorrow.

2006 Figures

Siemens Medical Solutions employs more than 36,000 people in over 130 countries and is a key business unit of Siemens AG (Munich, Germany, NYSE: SI), a leading global electronics and engineering company. 
Siemens Medical Solutions USA, Inc. employs more than 15,000 people in the United States. The company also has research and development (R&D) Centers of Excellence in Hoffmann Estates, Ill.; Concord, Calif.; Mountain View, Calif.; Issaquah, Wash.; Knoxville, TN; and Piscataway, N.J. 
In fiscal 2006, Siemens Medical Solutions reported over €1 billion EUR in full-year group profit. Sales of €8.2 billion EUR are up eight percent from fiscal year 2005; and orders climbed to €9.3 billion, up eight percent from 2005 (preliminary figures). 
Siemens AG and its subsidiaries (including Siemens Medical Solutions) employ over 460,000 people in 190 countries, and reported worldwide sales of €87.3 billion EUR in fiscal 2006, and orders of €96.3 billion EUR. Forty-five percent of Siemens Medical's sales are in the U.S., and its worldwide sales represent nearly 10 percent of Siemens AG sales. 

*The U.S. is Siemens AG’s largest market in the world, with 11 of Siemens worldwide businesses headquartered in the U.S. and annual sales of €17.4 billion EUR ($21.4 billion) and orders of €18.5 EUR ($22.8 billion) in fiscal 2006, equaling 20 percent of Siemens AG’s total sales. 
 Siemens AG is ranked 22nd in Fortune magazine's Global 500 and listed in “America's Most Admired Companies.”
Research and Development

Innovative products and applications serve as the basis for future healthcare developments. On average, Siemens Medical Solutions dedicates over nine percent of its annual revenue and over 5,000 employees to R&D, which yields approximately five patents per business day. Ninety percent of sales at Siemens Medical Solutions are for products that are less than three years old. Nearly seven percent of Siemens AG's annual revenue is dedicated to R&D. In fiscal 2006, Siemens AG invested €5.7 billion EUR in innovations and more than 47,000 employees worldwide to R&D. Overall, Siemens AG's innovations have yielded over 62,000 patents worldwide, with 10,000 new patents in fiscal 2006 alone.
Strategic partnerships with leading universities and hospitals help Siemens further ensure advances for technology and applications. The top 14 hospitals for 2006 as named by U.S. News & World Report rely on Siemens healthcare technology solutions.
