The following two years, Montag was employed as a product manager in the Computed Tomography (CT) Business Unit of Siemens Healthcare (formerly: Medical Solutions) and was responsible for the first multi-slice computer tomographs. From 2001 until 2004 he assumed the role of marketing manager in the Magnetic Resonance Business Unit, where he played a decisive role in designing several product launches and in the successful campaign for the "Tim" technology (Total imaging matrix). Tim is a new procedure allowing high quality whole body imaging with just one scanning process. Montag then became Head of the CT Business Unit in Forchheim and, in 2008, CEO of the Imaging & IT Division.

In his spare time, Montag is a huge basketball fan. He was himself a member of the German Junior National Team and has played in both the first and second national basketball leagues. 
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
